This month’s focus: Financial Abuse

Financial abuse is the mistreatment of someone in terms of their money or assets, such as their property (Age
UK)

Types of financial abuse can include:

o Theft of money

e Misuse of power of attorney

e Arranging less care than necessary to save inheritance money

e Preventing someone access to their own money

e Someone moving into someone’s home rent free without agreement
e Undue pressure or threats for someone to take loans, transfer money
e Denying assistance to access benefits

e False representation — using someone else’s cards or bank account

e Scamming / fraud

What are the signs of financial abuse?

e Unexplained lack of money

e Power of attorney gained after someone has ceased to have mental capacity

e Individual assigned to look after financial affairs is evasive or uncooperative

e Recent changes in deeds or title to property

e Family or others show unusual interest in assets of the person

e Disparity between the persons living conditions and financial resources e.g. lack of food in the house

Worried about yourself or someone else?
